One of the popular TV programs in Norway is  “National Fire-
wood Night”, a program that reviews sawing, stacking, splitting 
and burning of firewood.  According to the New York Times au-
thor Sarah Lyall on February 19, 2013, this has caused a real 
controversy in Norway: Is firewood to be stored and dried bark 
side up, or bark side down? As the program aired, Norwegians 
texted and responded that they were doing it wrong. Half com-
plained that the bark was facing up, and the other half com-
plained that the bark was facing down.    
This may sound minor to most of us in the USA, but in a country 
where the long, cold winters are supplemented by the warmth of 
a wood fire, the program and books about firewood have reso-
nated and interested over 20% of the population to watch. So  
when you greet your Norwegian friends and relatives, prepare to 
take a position on the topic: Should the firewood be stored bark 
up, or bark down?
